Thank you for your enquiry/provisional booking regarding the campsite at Foxhole.  Please ensure that you complete and return the booking form attached at least ten working days before your visit.  The Seven Sisters Country Park is a Site of Special Scientific Interest, and therefore has a very high conservation value.  As such, the campsite is a quiet, tranquil and remote place, and is only suitable for informal camping and lightweight tents.  Maximum tent size allowed on site is a four-man single structure tent.  The campsite is open from 1st April until 31st October.  Please note that this is a ‘dry’ site, so alcohol is not permitted.  We operate a ‘lights out and quiet’ policy after 10.00pm.  Please note there is also a maximum three-night stay at the site.  We hope you enjoy your stay at Foxhole Campsite – please do not hesitate to contact us on the above number if you have any queries.

Access to the site

There is strictly no vehicle access to the site, and no concessions will be made to this rule.  The site is one-mile walk from the A259, and therefore is not appropriate if you require vehicular access or if you have heavy items to carry.  Please note that all vehicles left overnight in the car park will be required to purchase a £5 coach ticket for the overnight stay.  A valid ticket must also be purchased for each subsequent day spent on the campsite (£3.50 per day).  Please ask the Ranger if you require further details.

Arrival/ Departure times

Earliest arrival time at site is midday.  All users of the site are required to arrive by 7pm – anyone arriving after this time will not be allowed on site.  Latest departure time is also midday.

Size of group

Bookings for groups of 6 or more  will usually only be accepted from accredited organisations – please phone us to discuss.  During the week (Monday – Thursday) the maximum group size will be 20 people or 10 tents.  At weekends (Friday – Sunday) the maximum groups size will be 15 people or 7 tents, and on Bank Holidays the maximum group size is 10 people or 5 tents.  Exact numbers of people staying overnight will be required, and charges will be made according to these figures.  Only one group booking per night will be accepted. 

Group leaders

The leader who will be accompanying the group on site must sign the booking form – this ensures that they have read and accepted the site rules and booking conditions.  Group leaders must be over the age of 21.

Financial arrangements

A deposit of £30 is required for groups and should be sent with the booking form.  This will be returned once the group has left and a check has been made of the site.  Cheques should be made payable to ‘South Downs Joint Committee’ and not post dated.  In the event of a cancellation fourteen days notice is required for a full refund of deposit.  Deposit cheques cannot be accepted towards payment for overnight stay.  Payment must be made at the time of the visit, either cash or a cheque.  Invoices cannot be sent. 

Camping Barn

The Barn can be exclusively booked if required (but toilet, shower, cooking and other facilities will still be shared with the campsite, which cannot be included in any exclusive booking).   Exclusive bookings cost a minimum of £90 depending on number staying in Barn – please contact us for further details.  Please note on Bank Holiday weekends there will be no exclusive booking for the Barn. A cash deposit of £20 is required for the keys to the Camping Barn when it is exclusively booked. 

Booking Procedures

Provisional bookings will be held for 7 days only, so please ensure you return booking forms within that time if you wish to make a confirmed booking.  Group bookings must be made a minimum of 2 weeks in advance.  Leaders will be required to sign a form agreeing to act as financial guarantors for the group.  We will advise you if your booking has been accepted once completed form and deposit are received.  We reserve the right not to accept bookings at any time.  Deposits will be retained if there is any damage to campsite property or if other users of the site are unduly disturbed by any given group or if site rules are not followed.  We require full payment for bookings cancelled within 14 days of arrival date.
Campsite rules

Please ensure that you read the campsite rules.  They have been drawn up to protect the nature of the Country Park and the site itself, and to ensure that visitors to the site experience the unique nature of this peaceful area. It is the responsibility of the Group Leader to ensure that each individual within the group follows the site rules.

SITE RULES

There is no vehicular access to the site and all equipment must be carried in.  The site is approximately a one mile walk into the Park.

· Please observe all bye-laws. (Copy on notice board in Camping Barn or at Park Entrance.)
· Tents to be put up in the large field below the Barn only – NOT TENTS TO BE ERECTED IN THE COURTYARD AREA.
· Please respect other users of the campsite, the wildlife and stock.
· If you have left a car in the car park please ensure you have paid fully for parking – please inform the Ranger if you have not done so.
· Please do not disturb other users when arriving or leaving.
· You must arrive by 7pm at the latest on the first day of your stay and depart by 12 midday on the last day of your stay.
· Please note that this is a dry site so NO ALCOHOL can be brought onto or consumed on the site.
· Please do not use burners/disposable barbecues with hot bases on the grass area.  Use the covered tiled area next to the wash basins.
· Any group of more than 6 individuals MUST book in advance – if you have not done so you may be asked to leave the site.
· Please note that Campfires and barbecues are NOT allowed anywhere on the site, Park or beach.

· Please place all rubbish in bins in cupboard before you leave and please leave the site as you would like to find it.

· A Ranger will be along late evening, or early morning (8.30 am) to collect fees.  Tents, adults £4.50 U18’s £4.00.  Barn, Adults £6.00 U18’s £5.00.  Exclusive use of the Barn, minimum £90.00 or charged per person, whichever is greater amount

· Please enjoy the peace and quiet of the area and ensure that you give others the chance to do so.

· All groups are required to book in advance – please call the Ranger’s Office on 01323-870280.  Maximum numbers of tents for groups are as follows:  Monday - Thursday, 20 people or 10 tents, Friday - Sunday and Bank Holiday Mondays, 15 people or 7 tents.

CAMPING BARN

· Use of the Barn is by Prior Booking only.  Under the terms of the Fire Regulations the Barn can sleep 35 people maximum.

· If the Barn is locked, this is because a group has made an exclusive booking.

· The Barn cannot be booked exclusively on a Bank Holiday weekend.

· Please note that cooking, smoking, candles, gas lights, any naked flames and pets are all not allowed in the Barn due to Fire and Health Regulations.
